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Mr Porkins Pie Shop:  

A small, warm, village pie shop. Mr Porkins (A 
homely pig in a baker uniform) stands behind a case 
with assorted pies in. 

Narrator [On Load into Pie Shop] 

This Pie Shop belongs to Mr Porkins the Pig. He is 
normally a jolly and happy pig. Today he seems a bit less 

happy. 

 [On clicking on MR PORKINS or the Display Case] 

Mr PORKINS 

Good morning! Welcome to Mr Porkins Pie Shop. I’m Mr 
Porkins the pie shop pig.  

PLAYER CHARACTER (Choice - Unscored) 

1. Good morning! 
2. Hello there! 

3. This is a nice shop. 

MR PORKINS 

[Grumpily] If you are not happy with your order being 
late, I am sorry.  

PLAYER CHARACTER (Choice – Scored) 

1. Are you ok? (+3) 
2. I have not ordered a pie. (+0) 

3. Why are you grumpy? (+1) 

MR PORKINS 

Sorry. Some of my customers do not seem very happy with 
their pies. I have made some mistakes with the pies, and 

I am worried about people being unhappy.  

PLAYER CHARACTER (Choice – Scored) 

1. How did that happen? (+1) 
2. That’s not very good. (+0) 

3. It’s OK to make mistakes. (+3) 

MR PORKINS 

I have not been very focused this month and have made 
some mistakes. If someone could help me by looking at my 
customers faces when I give them their pies and tell me 

how they look that would help.  

 



PLAYER CHARACTER (Choice – Unscored) 

1. Can I help? 
2. Is there something I can do? 

MR PORKINS 

Yes, there is! Can you check how my customers are 
feeling when they get their pies and tell me how many 

of them are happy and how many are unhappy? 

 

 

On Minigame Load: 

NARRATOR 

You need to drag the faces of MR PORKINS customers into 
the correct box. Some of them will be happy, some will 
be unhappy. Try to put the faces into the right box and 

help MR PORKINS. 

Post Gameplay Dialogue: 

MR PORKINS 

Thank you for your help! It is nice to know that most 
of my customers are happy with their pies. Can you 
remember what 2 types of faces you saw from my 

customers? 

PLAYER CHARACTER (Choice – Scored) 

1. Happy and Worried (+1) 
2. Relaxed and Excited (+0) 
3. Frustrated and Calm (+3) 

MR PORKINS 

I see. Were a lot of my customers Worried, Excited or 
Frustrated? 

PLAYER CHARACTER (Choice – Scored) 

1. Yes (+0) 
2. No (+3) 

3. I don’t know (+1)  

MR PORKINS 

Oh, that’s good! Thank you again. If I ever need help 
in the future I will give you a call.  

 



PLAYER CHARACTER (Choice – Unscored) 

1. I’d be happy to help you again. 
2. No worries! Take Care.  

 

MR PORKINS 

Goodbye! 

Upon loading back into town: 

NARRATOR 

Well done! You’ve really helped MR PORKINS and he’s 
starting to feel a bit more Relaxed about his pie shop 
and customers. Let’s do a quick recap game to check the 

customers we saw in his shop. 

 

Reflect Quiz (On loading out of the shop) – To focus on 
identifying green and yellow group emotions. A different 
customer face from the mini game will appear and players 
will be required to select which of the 2 emotions the 
face is more like. 

1. Identify a “Relaxed customer". 
a. Relaxed (+5) 
b. Excited (+0) 

2. Identify a “Frustrated customer". 
a. Frustrated (+5) 
b. Happy (+0) 

3. Identify a “Feeling OK customer". 
a. Feeling OK (+5) 
b. Silly (+0) 

4. Identify a “Excited customer". 
a. Excited (+5)
